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In 2011 in Uganda's Bwindi
Impenetrable Forest, a habituated
family of wild mountain gorillas
approached American visitor John
J. King Il at his forest camp, an
encounter later documented by
National Geographic. Remaining
calm and seated, King was gently
touched by a juvenile gorilla, which
then groomed his head and
shoulders, a behaviour normally
reserved for close social bonding
within gorilla groups. Throughout
the interaction, the dominant
silverback closely observed but
allowed the contact. Primatologists
noted that grooming is a sign of
trust and acceptance, making this
rare, recorded moment a powerful
demonstration of gorillas emotional
awareness, intelligence and social
complexity.
